BYLAWS OF RETREAT, INC.

As Amended and Restated on June 8, 2007

ARTICLE I -- NAME

The name of the organization shall be Retreat, Inc. (“the Retreat”). The principal office
shall be in the Town of East Hampton. Suffolk County, New York.

ARTICLE 1T -- MISSION

The mission of the Retreat is to provide safety, shelter and support for victims of
domestic violence and to break the cycle of family violence.

ARTICLE 11 -- BOARD OF DIRECTORS

A.  Powers. The Board of Directors (the “Board”) shall manage the affairs and
property of the Retreat in accordance with the purposes and limitations set forth in the
certificate of incorporation and these bylaws.

B. Number of Directors. The Board of Directors shall consist of not less

than twelve (12) nor more than twenty-five (25) directors, as determined by the Board
from time to time.

C. Qualifications for Directorship. Directors shall be individuals committed
to the goals of the Retreat who have management, organizational, agency, administrative.
fund raising, clinical or other relevant expertise. No director shall be related by blood.
marriage or domestic partnership to another director.

D.  Election and Term of Office. Directors shall be elected at the annual
meeting of the Board referred to in Article I[(H) below. Directors shall initially be
elected for a term of one year, provided, however, if a director is initially elected mid-
term pursuant to Section I1I(G) below, the period of time between his or her initial
clection and the next annual meeting (a “Partial Term”) shall count as his or her initial
one-year term only if such Partial Term is eight months or longer. After his or her initial
term, a director may be re-elected for successive three-year terms, provided, however. no
director may serve for more than ten years in the aggregate, disregarding any Partial
Term of less than eight months or permitted sabbatical pursuant to Article [II(E) below.
Except in the case of resignation or removal, and subject to Article III (E) below
regarding sabbaticals, a director shall hold office until the expiration of his or her term
and the election of his or her successor.
